EXTRACT OF KEY RULES FROM RULE BOOK
 MEMBERSHIP (Rule 2
A
Any resident of Chineham and surrounding District 18 years of age or over who wishes 
to become a 
Member of the Club shall make application in writing to the Membership Secretary of the Club. The 
name and address of every applicant shall, for a period of at least seven clear days before such 

candidate be admitted be posted in the manner prescribed in rule 10.


There shall be two types of Membership open to them:


i)
Family membership ,which includes applicant, spouse and children up to the age of 18 years.


ii)
Single Membership.

B
The (Membership) Secretary may lay any written application for Membership before the General 

Committee of the Club for approval. No reason shall be given to any applicant in the event of his/her 
rejection.

C
No person shall be admitted to the Membership until his/her application having been posted and 

approved as provided in rule 2(a)/(b) he/she shall have paid to the treasurer the first annual 

subscription.

D
No person whether as Single or Family Member shall be admitted to Membership or be admitted as 
an applicant for Membership to any of the privileges of membership without an interval of at least 
seven clear days between application for Membership until such application has been approved. 

VISITORS (Rule 7)

Chineham Village Club may only be used by bona fide members. Guests of members must be signed in by a member according to the rules and conditions laid out in the current rule book and on display at reception.

CONDUCT OF MEMBERS (Rule 9)
A
